Maths

Year 1 objectives:

®  Consolidate our knowledge of numbers to 20, focusing on
how teen numbers are made and using a number line

®  Compare larger numbers up to 50, learn to count in tens
and partition numbers into tens and ones

®  Add and subtract numbers within 20 and double numbers

®  Measure the length and height of objects in centimetres and
identify how to measure the volume of liquid

Year 2 objectives:

®  Recognise the value of coins and notes
®  Add and subtract amounts of money to give change

®  Recall multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5,
and 10 times tables

Who were famous
pirates? What was life like on a pirate ship? What jobs did
pirates do on their ships? How do we know about famous
pirates?

V' Research some famous pirates such as Blackbeard or Anne
Bonny. Using what you know about pirates, imagine you are one

and write a diary entry all about your life aboard a pirate ship.

®  To consider my online identity and how to stay safe online.
