Important information:

Allclubs will run from Tuesday 6™ January to Friday 27" March. Please note there will be no clubs the
week beginning Monday 9 February due to parent consultations.

Choir willremainfree forall children in addition to theirfree club and will be available to book when the
paid clubs go live.

Each club requiresa minimum number of participantsto be financially viable. You willbe contacted as
soon as possible if a club has too few participants to run.

Cooking clubs - the curriculum is repeated termly. If your child has previously attended this club, they
may wish to try something new rather than repeat the same activities again.

Forest school requires an additional £3.25 fee weekly as it is a 2-hour club.
